Each year about 80 students
from boarding schools for the poor, children from large
families or orphans receive bursaries. Since the inception
of the program over 50 students have completed their
studies and are working in various fields. The students are
grateful to donors from the Diaspora for the support they
receive. In 2005 SS of U encouraged graduates of this
program to form a Youth branch of SS of U. The young
people agreed and were enthusiastic participants at the 5th
Congress in Vynnycia.

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Social Services Organization Development Project

The National Executive applied and received funding
for this project from the European Union.

Such a training session
was held during the 5™ Congress of SS of U.

The Poltava Branch President reported that she
involved her own community in assessing its needs and
problems and ways of dealing with them.
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Children’s Camps
Delegates from the Zaporizzha, Kyiv, and Halych

Branches reported on the children’s health camps which
they organized. Zaporizzha sent 80 children to the sea of
Azov, Kyiv sent 52 children from Kyiv, Kaharlyk,
Boryslav, Vynnycia and Luhansk to camps in the
Carpathian Mountains, and Halych provided a camping
experience for 30 of its children at a camp operated by
“Help Us Help the Children” in he Carpathian Mountains.

Cultural and educational activities

Dnipropetrovsk Branch reported that they organized an
event to commemorate the Famine of 1933 in Ukraine.
Kherson Branch organized concerts and other cultural
events as a way of educating young people to become
aware of Ukrainian history and culture.
